Homeroom Programme

Integrated Learning

Student learning is most effective when it is engaging,
challenging and relevant to the real world. Students build skills
to become lifelong learners who are prepared for their future
in a readily changing world. The PRIDE model of Inquiry (Paving
the way, Resource, Interpret, Display, Evaluate) is specific to
the Junior Campus. It follows a process where students have
ownership of their learning. They explore pathways relevant

to them and expand their own ideas, values and perspectives.
Students are reflective about how and what they learn.

Inquiry learning is integrated into Social Sciences, Aotearoa
New Zealand History, English, Mathematics, Health, Digital
Technology, Te Ao Maori and Drama. Links are made with
whanau and the community where learning is often celebrated

and shared.

English

Our students engage with and learn to enjoy language in

all forms. They learn to become effective communicators,
expressing themselves clearly and confidently, whilst also
learning good listening habits. We aim to develop keen readers
with sound understanding and research skills, and writers who

can write interesting content to appeal to a chosen audience.

Mathematics

Students learn to develop skills, knowledge and confidence in
number, algebra, statistics, geometry and measurement.

The focus is on learning to apply mathematical ideas and

processes across the curriculum and to everyday situations.

Social Sciences

Students learn about belonging and participating in society
through a process of inquiry. This involves learning how
societies function and looking at how to be critical, active and
responsible citizens through contexts relevant to our students’
lives and interests. Students have multiple opportunities to
explore their learning, present their ideas in a variety of ways

and participate in social action related events.

Aotearoa New Zealand Histories

At James Hargest College it is important for our young people to
know about our national and local histories. This curriculum sits
in the Social Studies learning area and contributes to students
understanding of how societies work and how akonga can
participate and take action as critical, informed and responsible

citizens.



E-learning

Digital Technologies are embedded across all curriculum areas.
Students will use a range of devices, either BYOD personal devices
or school owned, to enhance their learning experience. Digital

Citizenship will be fostered through deliberate teaching.

Drama
Students learn to express ideas, feelings and experiences through

movement, sound and characterisation.

Health and Physical Education

Within Health and Physical Education, students develop the
knowledge, skills and attitudes needed to maintain personal
health and foster successful relationships with others. Teachers
support students by providing a kete of strategies to help them
as they take increasing responsibility for their own well-being
and the well-being of their communities. Students develop
resilience, perseverance and a sense of personal and social

responsibility.
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Specialist Programmes

Science
Students develop scientific skills and attitudes through doing
“hands-on” practical science activities.

Music
Students gain an understanding of the basics of music and musical
instruments, explore composition on the computer and learn to

play the keyboard.

Hard Materials Design
Students develop the skills necessary to design and

create projects using workshop tools.

Foods and Textile Technology
Students gain an understanding of nutrition and hygiene
and learn basic cooking skills. Learners develop and use

techniques to design and make items using textiles.

Art

A range of artisic styles are explored through drawing,
printmaking and painting. Students also use a variety of

mediums including clay to create three dimensional art.

Languages
Different societies (French, Spanish, Japanese and Te Reo

Maori) are all explored through language and culture.




Learning beyond the classroom - Year 7 & 8

e Choir: the choir performs within the school and the wider

community.

e  School Production: our annual production provides an
excellent opportunity for singers, actors and dancers to
display their talents on stage. Students also help backstage

and with the technical side of productions.

e  Kapa Haka: our ropu learn a range of waiata and haka
to perform at school, in the community at Polyfest, Nga
Patangitangi and Te Hautonga. They also lead any Mihi
Whakatau and have strong relationships with Senior Campus

Kapa Haka.

e  Extra curricular sports: the College enters teams in local
competitions including netball, futsall, touch rugby,
triathlon, indoor bowls, golf, cycling, softball, cricket,
volleyball, basketball, rugby, hockey, table tennis, badminton,
gymnastics, aerobics, underwater hockey, waterpolo,

orienteering and squash.

Interschool sports exchanges: we participage in an annual

sports exchange with Oamaru Intermediate and take part in
the CAIMS Tournament in Christchurch.

Interclass sports competitions: classes compete against
each other in our lunchtime interclass competition in sports

such as netball, dodgeball, volleyball and tug-of-war.

ShowQuest: this is a dance based performance that tells a
story or conveys a message and is an excellent opportunity
for students to get involved with others, be creative and
work as a team. The end performance is showcased on
stage and is judged under various categories. It is a fun

experience for all those involved.
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Outdoor Pursuits: Ski trips are organised by the school.

International Exchange-Citizens of the World: Our Year

8 students have a unique opportunity to represent the
College, Southland and New Zealand by being selected
for the Citizens of the World International Exchange with
Meeker Middle School of Tacoma, USA. We host American
visitors early in the year and our selected “ambassadors”

travel to Tacoma in September-October.

Kids Lit: Students compete in this national literacy

competition.

Camps: All students are involved in camps at the beginning
of the school year which include a wide range of
outdoor activities. Year 8 go to Deep Cove and

Year 7 to Omaui.

Sport and Recreation: All students participate in activities
on Friday afternoons. Terms 1 and 4 include interclass and
house competitions. Terms 2 and 3 students choose from a
wide range of sports and recreation at both school and out

of school venues.

E.L.S. Challenge: Year 7 students work in teams to

complete a series of challenges.




Frequently asked questions - Year 7 & 8

Do you stream classes?
Homeroom classes are mixed ability. In Mathematics students
are grouped according to their individual needs.

Is there any extra help for students in reading?
Yes. We have the LEAP programme and specialist reading
teachers take students for one-on-one reading.

I want my child to get better at Maths. Is there any help
available?

Students are catered for according to their individual needs.
Students with higher needs are in smaller Maths classes.
Before School Maths, held two mornings a week, is an
individualised programme which caters for extension as well as
support.

At my child’s primary school, we used to enter lots of
competitions. Can we do that at James Hargest?

Yes. Students can challenge themselves by entering
competitions including ICAS (International Competitions and
Assessments for Schools), Kids Literature Quiz, Young Writers
Competition, SMAC Maths, Science Badges and the Otago
University Problem Solving Competition.

What do you do for really capable students?

We run a Year 7 and 8 Enrichment programme that focuses on
thinking and inquiry skills. In Maths we provide students with
extension classes to further challenge them. Talented athletes
can extend their skills by joining our Foundation of Sport
Programme.

Where do classes go for camps?
In Term One, Year 7 students have a three day camp at Omaui
and Year 8 students have a four day camp in Deep Cove.

What cultural opportunities are there at the Junior Campus?
We have a choir and also have a school production each

year. Our Kapa Haka ropu performs at Polyfest and Nga
Patangitangi. The Junior Campus students also perform at
ShowQuest. Students can join ukulele, guitar group, jazz
concert bands and choir.

Do the students from both campuses mix at

any time?

There are opportunities for cross campus interaction which
can include productions, cultural groups, school bands, sport
and mentoring. House Day is a wonderful full school event.
Year 8 students make several visits to the Senior Campus in
preparation for their move to Year 9.

Leave

All requests for special leave should be directed to the Associate
or Deputy Principal in writing. Please arrange family holidays
during the school holidays. Student progress may be severely
hindered if leave is required during term time. Such requests
for leave are expected to be the exception rather than the
norm. Teachers are not expected to provide work for students
in the case of leave being granted. Assessments missed will be
rescheduled if possible but this will not always be the case and

students may miss opportunities to gain NCEA credits.

Appointments

When a student needs to leave school they must sign out and
in at Student Administration. Verification in the form of a note
or a phone call is required from parents/caregivers (please be
specific about type of appointment). Medical, dental and other
appointments should be made outside school hours whenever

Medication
Parents should inform the school about any medication their child

is taking. Medication should be stored at the sick bay and students
should not be carrying it around at school.

Lunchtimes

Students must remain on the school grounds at lunchtime unless
they are going to their own homes. Students are not permitted
to have other students at their home during the lunch break.
The Salford Street shopping area is not to be visited during
school hours. This includes lunchtimes and intervals. The only

exceptions are Year 13 students.



Lunch Areas
Year 11 and 12 students may lunch in the Cafeteria. Year 9 and 10

students may, on cold or wet days, lunch in the hall. When the hall

is unavailable the gallery in the Hargest Centre may be used instead.

Students may not lunch in classrooms/corridors. When lunching
outside students are to use the facilities provided in the main quad.
At the Junior Campus, lunch is in homerooms for the first 10

minutes of lunchtime.

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Cell Phones

e Junior Campus Cell phones are to be handed in to the
homeroom teacher at 8:50am for safe storage. They are
returned to students at the end of the day.

e Senior Campus: Cell phones must be switched off and in
your bag for the entire school day (this means classtime as
well as intervals and lunchtime and other events such as
assembly). If they are seen or heard they will be confiscated,
and school procedures followed. Earpods are also not
permitted.

e  Students are permitted to use the school phone in
emergencies.

their lunch before school or at interval.

School Donation
$55 per annum per student. This fee, fixed by the

Personal Grooming

not acceptable (including shaven head, mohawks and tails).

e Nojewellery is to be worn. The exception is one plain gold or
silver stud or sleeper in each earlobe.

e No make-up or nail varnish may be worn.



General Points

The PTA operates a scheme for the sale of second-hand uniforms.
Sales are held at the end of the school year and towards the end
of January. The sales will be advertised and are in the school
newsletter. At other times, items can be bought or sold by
arrangement with Ainslie in Student Administration. If, for any
reason, a student has to wear an item of non-regulation clothing
to school, they must bring a note from parent/caregiver explaining
the reason and bring this to the Associate Principal or a Deputy
Principal. Uniform items may be loaned in the short term.

Taonga must be removed or made safe when students
engage in physical activity where the taonga may cause
harm to themselves (the wearer) and/or others, for example
in sports, drama and dance and technology.

Students and their parents must also ensure that the design
of their taonga is reasonably practical and can be easily
worn without impeding or restricting movement, is not
oversized or inappropriate.
